Matters arising from the Minutes not on the Agenda
a) Changed constitution to allow Full (voting) regional associations as members
3  CORANZ Annual Report: Presentation, discussion: Will be emailed by midweek.
4 Treasurer’s Report: Presentation, discussion. Strato Cotsilinis. CORANZ expenditure has been minimal. A small reserve has been built up, which gives a fighting fund.
Subscriptions: The present subscription, a nominal one of $350/year for national associations, $100/year for regional non-voting associations and $25/year for individual supporters. We need to set a subscription for Regional Full (ie voting) members. I propose that this be $120/year

CORANZ’s expenditure was less than income this year. We need to consider running on more than the shoestring we have been accustomed to.
Motion: That subscriptions stay the same as last year: $350, $120, $100, Individual ($25)

6 Amendments to the CORANZ Constitution: None received.
7 Public Access matters: Specific issues, Walking Access Commission. PANZ now has coverage over much of New Zealand, and an active team of trustees. Walking Access Commission and improving public access –. (Alan McMillan, Steve Veail, Peter Vahry)

8 Govt’s Foreshore and Seabed proposals - Hugh to report. CC CIR failed. 21 areas claimed.
9 Pastoral lease tenure review changes – National is reverse what Labour tried to achieved, and pander to the lessees even more than before. Soft lease rental charges, that were only based on unimproved grazing value ie leaving the lessees to gain income untaxed from non-grazing activities, and make massive capital gains when selling these properties.
10 DOC: Conservation Lands, and National Parks – New CMSs (Conservation management Strategies) are starting. Massive expectations have been created, when their main goal seems for DOC not to commit to very much in its goals and targets, and keep away from any detail, as last time. Auckland, Waikato, Bay of Plenty-East Coast. Salmon farming all over the Marl Sounds.
11 Game Animal Council Act progress –commercial domination, inadequate representation of recreational hunters. Bill still not yet passed. Hugh’s personal submission on more rec hunters.
12 DOC 2011 renewal of WARO (Wild Animal Recovery helicopter Operations) concessions on public lands and the scourge of heli-hunting. Atrocious. Even Peter Dunne couldn’t ban AATH. Fiordland Monorail, Dart-Hollyford Tunnel.
13 Govt Use of poisons and toxins in the Outdoors – aerial 1080, , DOC and AHB poisoning programmes. DOC kills 7 tagged Kea in Okarito/South Westland with 1080. Bill Benfield
14 Update of CORANZ NZ Outdoor Recreation Election Strategy for 2011 – What additions or changes are needed. Tony has completed a shortened version, circulated with this Agenda. 
15 NGO Meetings with DOC (HB) –DOC Biodiversity Strategy; DOC-NGO 2-monthly meetings, 
16 Option 4: Kahawai management(Trish Rea); Hokianga Accord, Blue cod management in the Marlborough Sounds, Co-operation with the NZ SFC.
